TEMPORARY PUMP OPERATION

Models with an integrated pump (RUR models) require
installation of the controler™ Wi-Fi Module or MC-195T-US
controller to operate scheduled recirculation.*

If the controler™ Wi-Fi Module or MC-195T-US controller
are not installed, temporary pump operation can be
initiated for 60 seconds by resetting power to the appliance.

Note: Recirculation parameter setting &4 must be set to
your circulation mode. See “Parameter Settings” section in
this document for more information.

! DO NOT install the controler™ Wi-Fi Module and MC-195T-US
together as they are NOT compatible accessories.
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The integrated controller “In Use” light flashes based on the
operation status of the water heater and integrated pump.

To adjust the parameters:

2. Use the W and A button on the controller to select a
setting number (See Parameter Settings Table below).

3. Once the desired setting number is selected, use the
“On/Off” button on the controller to change the
selection for the setting number.
Example: Display will change from 01A to 01b for
Maximum Temperature setting.

4. To exit the parameters, press the “A” button on the
PC board for 1 second.
